AGREEMENT

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:

This Agreement made and entered into by and between:

CHIANG KAI SHEK COLLEGE, a private, non-sectarian educational institution existing under and by virtues of the laws of the Republic of the Philippines, with principal address 1477 Narra St. Tondo Manila represented by the Executive Dean, Jessica Lhay Asaña-Tan, hereinafter referred to as ACADEMIC INSTITUTION; 

-and-

_____________________________, a corporation created and by virtue of Philippine laws, with principal address at ___________________________________ herein represented by the ________________________________, hereinafter referred to as INDUSTRY PARTNER;

WITNESSETH, That:

WHEREAS, the ACADEMIC INSTITUTION has established a professional program for its students which was duly approved by the Commission on Higher Education (CHED);

WHEREAS, one of the objectives of the program is to train students to become competitive, innovative, technical and world-class professionals through actual exposure to a professional workplace;

WHEREAS, the ACADEMIC INSTITUTION proposes that its students be allowed to undergo on-the-job training at the INDUSTRIAL PARTNER'S facilities and offices, if accepted/approved by the latter, subject to terms and conditions provided for in this Memorandum of Agreement;

WHEREAS, the INDUSTRY PARTNER agrees to accept students of the ACADEMIC INSTITUTION as interns at its various facilities in support of   a Professional Program;

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the foregoing premises, the ACADEMIC INSTITUTION and the INDUSTRY PARTNER agree and stipulate the following:

A.
The ACADEMIC INSTITUTION shall:

1. Designate a Program Coordinator/Adviser who will supervise the internship program and coordinate with the INDUSTRY PARTNER various activities under this Program including assisting in student evaluation and resolving any dispute which may arise during the training period;

2. The ACADEMIC INSTITUTION shall provide the INDUSTRY PARTNER with a copy of the current guidelines on the practicum training;

3. The ACADEMIC INSTITUTION shall provide the INDUSTRY PARTNER with the list of the names of the participating students, the nature of the educational assignments of each student, the dates when students are supposed to report for their assigned tasks and the total number of training hours required under the program;

4. Submit to the INDUSTRY PARTNER, the resume and all other documents required under this program, which shall serve as the basis of the INDUSTRY PARTNER to screen, select and deploy specific students for Internship;

5. The ACADEMIC INSTITUION shall provide students with the guidelines of this agreement;

6. Orient students about rules, proper attitudes, behavior and work ethics inside the internship site;

7. Monitor attendance, activities and performance of students in the course of internship with the INDUSTRY PARTNER;

8. Guarantee that all students submit all documents required prior the internship program;

9. The ACADEMIC INSTITUTION undertakes to withdraw its endorsement in favor of any student who, through commission of specific acts, and after due investigation, will prove to be unfit to continue the practicum training, for the purpose of averting personal harm or injury to a fellow student or to anyone employed with the INDUSTRY PARTNER, and/or potential damage to property;
10. Together with the students and parents concerned, renounce and waive any claim against the INDUSTRY PARTNER for injury that the students may sustain or loss that they suffer, personal or pecuniary, arising from negligence of the students in the performance of their duties and functions while under training.  The waiver of the student-interns and their respective parents shall be submitted to the INDUSTRY PARTNER prior to commencement of the internship;
B. 
The INDUSTRY PARTNER shall:

1. Screen, select, and deploy student-interns to different offices and operating units of the INDUSTRY PARTNER;

2. Designate from among its employees an Industry Supervisor who will be assigned the following responsibilities:


 
a. 
Serve as mentor to the student-interns;


 
b. 
Give the student-interns course-related work 




assignments and expose them to learning experience 


on actual operations and management;

Arrange a conference with the Program Director when 


student-intern problem arises; 

3. Provide safety instruction throughout the internship period;

4. Refrain from giving any form of compensation or material consideration to any of the students under training; 

5. Accomplish necessary forms required by the ACADEMIC INSTITUTION in connection with the internship of their students;

6. The INDUSTRY PARTNER shall coordinate with the practicum coordinator regarding any concerns involving any of the students particularly in matters of obedience to house rules and working regulations and their educational progress in training;

7. Issue certificate of completion to student-interns who successfully finish their training under this program;

8. Adopt and enforce rules that will govern the conduct of the program.  Said rules shall be made known to the ACADEMIC INSTITUTION and student-interns before the start of the training;

9. The INDUSTRY PARTNER agrees to fix dates of the practicum training in such a way not to conflict with class schedules, if any, as provided by the ACADEMIC INSTITUTION;

C. 
Under this Memorandum of Agreement, the following terms and conditions
are likewise included:

1. It is expressly understood that there will be no employer-employee relationship between the INDUSTRY PARTNER and the student-interns of the ACADEMIC INSTITUTION; Neither shall this Agreement be deemed to constitute a promise of future employment to the student-intern.  Finally, nothing in this Agreement and no action taken by any party pursuant to this Agreement shall constitute or be deemed to constitute an employer-employee relationship, partnership or joint venture between and among the parties hereto or between any party and officers and employees of the other;

2. Both parties undertake not to discriminate against any student based on gender, age, religion, disability or sexual orientation;

3. The student-interns and the ACADEMIC INSTITUTION shall abide by the INDUSTRY PARTNER'S rules and regulations and comply with those imposed for the program; otherwise, they shall be excluded from further participation;

4. The ACADEMIC INSTITUTION may pull out any student from the INDUSTRY PARTNER on reasonable grounds after a written notice sent by the INDUSTRY PARTNER requesting such pull out;

5. The parties agree that no fees shall be paid by the INDUSTRY PARTNER in relation with the participation of the students in the practicum program, other than those minimal expenses incidental and necessary their supervision and instruction;

6. That both parties shall exert all efforts necessary to achieve the objectives of this joint undertaking; and

7. That neither of the parties shall be liable to any way for the failure to observe or perform any provision of this Agreement if such failure shall be caused by any law, rule or regulation of any constituted public authority or shall be to any cause beyond the control of the party in default.

D. 
Duration

This Memorandum of Agreement shall be binding effective for one (1) year from the date first appearing herein unless otherwise sooner terminated in writing by either party for any cause whatsoever with at least thirty (30) days notice.  Also, this agreement may be extended upon in writing.
